Our needs: Several of you have asked about
our needs. The Lord has been really good to us
through this time. We have seen Him provide in
miraculous ways! The reality of what we face
now is that the value of the dollar in Europe
continues to be at an all time low. This means
that we need to have more dollars to take over
to the mission field than in the past in order to
pay for housing, living, equipping and ministry
opportunities. We have also had a financial hit
in the area of medical costs of around $5,000.
Attrition is normal in any ministry and ours is
included in that and we see the need new
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partners. This would be a
good time for you to pray
about becoming part of
our ministry in this new
season.
Looking forward and
praying about our new
season in ministry:
Through this whole
season we’ve been
praying about ‘what is
next’ for us. It is very clear
to both of us that we are

not finished serving in Europe but
that it will be a new season in
ministry. We don’t know what it will
mean for us but we look forward
with expectancy to it. However, it is
also very clear that we will not pick
up the same responsibilities we had
before. We turned over the areas of
worship, intercession, counseling,

the CLST Bible classes and administration to
those we were mentoring and they are doing a
great job! We want to move on and step up to
the next challenge for us, whatever that means.
Some possibilities we have been praying about
are: teaching seminars and Betsy is drawn to
areas of healing. We look forward to seeing how
the Lord orchestrates everything and we
appreciate your prayers for us to have clear
direction in walking out what is in His heart for
us to do as we prepare to return to the mission
field of both Eastern and Western Europe.
